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Minutes October 27 General Meeting:

The general meeting of the Simi Valley Flyers was 
called to order on October 27, 2006 at 7:45 PM by 
president Alan Hoff.  A motion was made to approve 
the minutes of the September meeting as published 
in the newsletter.  The motion was seconded and 
passed by a voice vote.  The passing of Gerrit 
Kleinholte was discussed and it was noted that his 
funeral/memorial service was well attended by 
friends and relatives (two from the SVF were able to 
attend).  The work parties for November were 
discussed.  The November 11th work party is 
primarily to do general cleanup and prep the field.  
The November 18th work party is to apply slurry to 
the runway and the picnic area paving.
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A recent report about an R/Cer losing 
one finger and gashing the rest of his 
hand on a spinning propeller (his 
jacket caught on the throttle control 
stick and fired it up to full RPM) gave 
me some pause to consider the 
various safety issues we face as 
builders and flyers.
The most obvious (and most 
reported) issue is an out-of-control 
model causing injury or property 
damage. Every AMA club must have a 
Safety Officer, we do and it's an 
important position. But does our club 
have a First Aid kit handy? How about 
emergency numbers and directions to 
the closest hospital/Emergency Clinic, 
posted where anyone could find them 
easily?

If you look around your shop, there's 
a nightmare of potentially dangerous 
objects everywhere. Just CA is scary, 
never mind power tools, knives, 
soldering iron/guns, blades, files, 
chemicals and so on.

LiPoly batteries. We don't need scare 
tactics, just good solid information in 
an easy-to-find location for flyers new 
to this technology. 

Let's work together on this and help 
everyone before we have to.

Here’s a few Safety ideas:

• Find a way to keep your Xacto 
blades from rolling off the table. A 
simple flag made from masking tape 
is a good, instant, preventative 
measure. Wear shoes, too.

• Keep a first aid kit in your vehicle at 
all times. If you never use it for 
anything consider yourself blessed.

• If your face needs to be close to CA 
glue while doing something intricate, 
have safety glasses or goggles on.

• Anyone using a Dremel, Roto-Zip 
etc., who does not wear safety 
goggles is asking for metal shards in 
their eyes, or worse.
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
