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While on the subject of rules, what follows has
been proposed as claribcations and changes to
our Bight safety rules and regulations. This is a
topic for discussion during the March meeting.

Simi Valley Flyers Flight Safety Rules and
Regulations

Proposed claribcation/corrections are shown in
bold italic text.

2. Powered Fixed Wing Aircraft with Small
Displacement Engines

All bxed winged powered aircraft of this
category are limited to an engine displacement
of .65 cubic inches for 2-stroke engines and .91
cubic inches for 4-stroke engines or equivalent
electric motor .

Large Displacement Fixed Wing Aircraft
Requirements:

Maximum engine displacement is limited to 2.0
cubic inches two-stroke and 2.5 cubic inches
four-stroke or equivalent electric motor

Maximum take-off weight is 18 Ibs.

Maximum wing loading is limited to 24 oz/
fth2.

Wing load will be calculated from the
following formula.

Wing Loading=(W eight(lbs) / W ingArea
(sqin)) x 2304

It is proposed that all reference to maximum
wing loading be deleted.

Note: Weight is with fuel tank empty.

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Poop Trap

Ok I admit | was bored, didn't have any birds to
repair, and none to really Pnish building, a brst
for me especially the repair end. Anyhow one of
my buds modded a Slow Stick to look like a
Turkey Vulture. Well you know the normal
gathering of fools, everyone 0o00's and
ahhhhhing over it and talk turned to making it
really realistic. And of course somebody
decided it needs to drop ummm, well you know,
to be really authentic.

Immediately the sawdust in my head started to
smolder as the thoughts of how to do this
worked through my mind.

And then it hit, and here's what happened.
Everybody has left over condiment packs, you
know ketchup, mayo, mustard, and such from
the local fast food place. This became the
"droppings". Now a way to make the droppings
drop. Ingredients as follows, Hitec 55 servo, one
mouse trap, piece of 1/16" liteply and wood
scraps, paper spring clamp,some epoxy, and
way too much time on your hands.

And here it is. The "poop trap"

Servo replaces the latch on the trap and holds
the spring loaded trap arm in place. Lite ply
covers the trap arm to make more of a swatter
arraingement out of it. Condiment pack sits
where the bait normally would.

Flip of a tx switch and servo arm moves,
releasing the swatter.

SPLAT, the condiment pack explodes, releasing
the droppings everywhere.

After spending millions in R&D and Testing you
see the Pnal product.

The basic system dispersal has been improved
by the addition of a lexan shield to help disperse
the contents to the rear of the "bird" rather then
all over the place. Poking a small hole in the
pack gives a more squirted dispersal vs one big
drop. And Pnally it has been found that the drop
should be done in a glide, as prop wash tends
to blow the droppings all over the tail of the
plane(really messy). And just for you night Riers
out there, | offer the glow in the dark bombing
packages.
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Bottle of glow in the dark paint and a CA
syringe. Expose the paint(water base please) to
a bright light and inject it into the condiment
package. Shake the package to mix the paint in
and bre away Now you can see it in the dark.
Will soon be the newest sport, target bombing,
both day and night versions. All you need is a
large tarp with a bullseye on it. Just remember
to properly dispose of the empty bomb
containers in a waste container.

Wow just think what | could come up with if it
was something really important.

Murad of Bahrain has, since 1978, collected
1,105 model aircraft representing over 440
airlines.

Largest model aeroplane collection of
handmade aeroplanes belongs to John Kalusa
(USA), who has made 5,737 wooden
aeroplanes since 1936. Since his death on
February 17, 2003, his collection has been
donated to the Embry - Riddle Aeronautical
University, Prescott, Arizona, USA. Before his
death John was still creating, on average, two
model aeroplanes a week!

John Kalusa built all his aeroplanes to a 1/18-
inch-to-a-foot scale to ensure that they all have
the exact size relationships to one another.
Each model is painted with the exact details and
markings from the original aircraft, using only a
broken razor blade, balsa wood, glue,
watercolours, clear sealant, bamboo and wire.
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Longest paper aeroplane Right.The level Right
duration record for a hand-launched paper
aeroplane is 27.6 sec., by Ken Blackburn of the
USA, at the Georgia Dome, Atlanta, Georgia, on
8 October, 1998.

Longest Right by a radio-controlled electric
helicopter. On 16 March 2003, Mark Hopkins, a
research and development engineer from
Surrey, set a new British and world endurance
record for radio controlled electric helicopters.
He Rew his standard off-the-shelf model for an
incredible 1 hr 10 min 50 sec, beating the
previous record by just under four minutes.
